Drive
roughly 3 miles till the road ends at a “"T”. Turn left on SR 61 (or 62) Drive about 3 miles and turn

left on SR 583 (south) Once you drive back over the BG Parkway, turn right on the next blacktop
road. ( about 100 yards)

(Hardin Co. Landfill sign is on your left) Continue driving till you see a “Hazardous Warning” sign.
Turn left on gravel across the street from this warning sign. Drive to the end of gravel road. Range is
on the left. Watch for yellow “arrow” signs.
